YLP Council

The YLP Council is composed of YLP members.
It directs and manages the program by working
closely with AGC Georgia staff to plan and
implement yearly activities. Council members are
appointed to serve staggered three year terms.

Each year, a new Chair and Vice Chair are named to
lead the Council.
